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GOD’S VALENTINE

God loves because He is love! Everything God
does is an example of His love. We have no
trouble understanding that when we say His
love is demonstrated in His sending His Son.
But, it’s a little harder to remember when He
chastens those He loves. The Bible is God’s
Valentine card to us and has many expressions
of His love for us. Here are just a few.

Romans 5:5 And hope maketh not ashamed;
because the love of God is shed abroad in our
hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto
us.

Romans 8:35, 38. 39 Who shall separate us
from the love of Christ? [shall] tribulation, or
distress, or persecution, or famine, or naked-
ness, or peril, or sword?...For I am persuaded,
that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor prin-
cipalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor
things to come, Nor height, nor depth, nor any
other creature, shall be able to separate us from
the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our
Lord.

II Corinthians 13:11, 14 Finally, brethren,
farewell. Be perfect, be of good comfort, be of
one mind, live in peace; and the God of love
and peace shall be with you...The grace of the
Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the
communion of the Holy Ghost, [be] with you
all. Amen.

Ephesians 3:19 And to know the love of Christ,
which passeth knowledge, that ye might be
filled with all the fulness of God.

II Thessalonians 3:5 And the Lord direct your
hearts into the love of God, and into the patient
waiting for Christ.

Titus 3:4-6 But after that the kindness and love
of God our Saviour toward man appeared, Not
by works of righteousness which we have
done, but according to his mercy he saved us,
by the washing of regeneration, and renewing
of the Holy Ghost; Which he shed on us abun-
dantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;

I John 3:16 Hereby perceive we the love [of
God], because he laid down his life for us: and
we ought to lay down [our] lives for the
brethren.

I John 4:7-10 Beloved, let us love one another:
for love is of God; and every one that loveth is
born of God, and knoweth God. He that loveth
not knoweth not God; for God is love. In this
was manifested the love of God toward us, be-
cause that God sent his only begotten Son into
the world, that we might live through him.
Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that
he loved us, and sent his Son [to be] the propi-
tiation for our sins.

I John 5:3 For this is the love of God, that we
keep his commandments: and his command-
ments are not grievous.

Jude 1:21 Keep yourselves in the love of God,
looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ
unto eternal life.
